Make sure the power supply voltage is correct before using the camera.
Incorrectly connecting the power supply or replacing the battery may cause an explosion, fire, electric shock, or
damage to the product.
Do not connect multiple cameras to a single adapter. Exceeding the capacity may cause excessive heat
generation or fire.
Securely plug the power cord into the power source. An insecure connection may cause a fire.
When installing the camera, fasten it securely and firmly. A falling camera may cause personal injury.
Do not install in a location subject to elevated temperature, low temperature, or high humidity. Doing so may
cause fire or electric shock.
Do not place conductive objects (e.g. screwdrivers, coins, metal items, etc.) or containers filled with water on top
of the camera.

STEP 1- PREPARING TO MOUNT THE CAMERA

This product is intended to be supplied by a UL Listed Power Supply Unit marked “Class
2” or “LPS” or “PS2” and rated 12 Vdc, 0.31A (DWC-MPV72 and DWC-MV72 series) and
0.5A (DWC-MPV75 and DWC-MV75 series) min.

The wired LAN hub providing power over the Ethernet (PoE) in accordance with IEEE
802-3af shall be a UL Listed device with the output evaluated as a Limited Power Source
as defined in UL60950-1 or PS2 as defined in UL62368-1.

Unit is intended for installation in a Network Environment O as defined in [IEC TR 62102.
As such, associated Ethernet wiring shall be limited to inside the building.

For the installation process, remove the dome cover from the camera module by loosening
the three (3) screws on the dome. Use the wrench provided with the camera.

Using the mounting template sheet or the camera itself, mark and drill the necessary holes in
the wall or ceiling.

STEP 2 - POWERING THE CAMERA

Pass the wires through and make all the necessary connections.

If you are using a PoE switch, connect the camera using an Ethernet cable for both data and
power.

2. If you are using a non-PoE switch, connect the camera to the switch using an Ethernet cable
for data transmission and use a power adapter to power the camera.

STEP 3 - INSTALLING THE CAMERA

Once all cables are connected, secure the camera to the mounting surface or

mounting accessory using the included screws.

The waterproof cap set comes with two rubber rings. Use the rubber ring best

suited for your network cable’s diameter.

NOTE: To ensure moisture seal, make sure the o-ring is in place
between @ and @. In extreme environments use of an
outdoor rated sealer is recommended.

NOTE: Cables with @4.5mm to @5.5mm thickness should use the black
rubber ring. Cables over @5.5mm in thickness should use the
white rubber ring.

The camera is equipped with a manual IR activation button. You
can choose to disable the camera’s IR LEDs when the installation
environment requires so.

Adjust the camera’s lens position by rotating the camera on its
three-axis gimbal. To adjust the camera’s pan and tilt position,
the pan/tilt stopper screw must be loosened. Locate the screw at
the base of the camera’s lens. Loosen the screw slightly to allow
the camera module to move as needed. Using force to rotate

the camera’s module without loosening the screw may damage
the camera. To loosen the screw, use a Philips head screwdriver
and twist the screw counterclockwise. To tighten the screw back
after adjusting the camera module’s pan and tilt, twist the screw
clockwise.

When assembling the dome back on the camera, align the screw
holes in the dome and the camera’s base.

When the installation is complete, remove the dome’s protective film.
Softly wipe the dome/lens cover with lens tissue or a microfiber cloth
with ethanol to remove any dust or smudges left from the installation
process.

Resetting the camera: To reset the
camera’s settings, including the
network settings, use the tip of a
paper clip or a pencil. Press the reset
button for five (5) seconds.

NOTE: Cameras with a microphone built-in (DWC-M(P)V72Wi28ATW and DWC-M(P)
V72Wi4ATW) should be installed approximately 3~6ft (1-2 meters) from a
person speaking in a normal tone (50~60 dB).

Using the mounting template, mark and drill the necessary holes on the mounting surface.
Secure the two long mounting screws to the camera’s base.

Pass the wires through and make all the necessary connections.
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Rotate the locking disks over the screws until the camera
holds tightly from the mounting surface.

To adjust the camera’s pan and tilt position, the pan/tilt
stopper screw must be loosened. Locate the screw at the
base of the camera’s lens. Loosen the screw slightly to
allow the camera module to move as needed. Using force
to rotate the camera’s module without loosening the screw
may damage the camera. To loosen the screw, use a Philips
head screwdriver and twist the screw counterclockwise. To
tighten the screw back after adjusting the camera module’s
pan and tilt, twist the screw clockwise.

To install the DW IP Finder, go to: http://www.digital-watchdog.com
Enter “DW IP Finder” on the search box at the top of the page.
Go to the “Software” tab on the DW IP Finder page to download the installation file.

Follow the installation to install the DW IP Finder. Open the DW IP Finder and click ‘Scan

Devices’. It will scan the selected network for all supported devices and list the results in

the table. During the scan, the DW*® logo will turn gray.

When connecting to the camera for the first time, a password must be set. To set up a

You can select
multiple cameras.

b. Click “Bulk Password Assign” on the left.

Once the camera’s network settings have been setup properly, you can access the camera’s
web viewer using the DW IP Finder.

To

open the camera’s web viewer:
1. Find the camera using the DW IP Finder.
Double-click on the camera’s view in the results table.

3. Press the ‘View Camera Website’. The camera’s web viewer will open up in your default
web browser.

4. Enter the camera’s username and password you setup in the DW IP Finder. If you did
not setup a new username and password via the DW IP Finder, you will not be able to
view video from the camera. A message will direct you to setup a new password for the
camera to view video.
